WASC visit scheduled for March 15 & 16

The Western Association of
Schools and Colleges will be
conducting our Mid-Cycle WASC
review March 15 and 16.

The WASC visit last year
prepared us for this regularly
scheduled accreditation visit. The
WASC review runs on 6-year
cycles. The vast majority of
schools receive a mid-term visit

in the 3rd year of the cycle. Last
year we had a probationary visit
that validated our academic plan
was appropriate and being
successfully implemented.

Key points of the plan submitted

to WASC are: community
engagement, the PDSA cycle in
CT sessions, formative

assessments that lead

instruction, focused counseling,
and our School-Wide Learning
Outcomes among others.

In the spring of 2018 the visiting
WASC committee did not find
evidence we were implementing
the plan, which resulted in the
visit last year. A successful review
last year has set the school up for
a great visit in March.
