   The Class of 2021 at Hiram Johnson High School will 
have a graduation ceremony and an Awards Night.
     The graduation ceremony will take place Monday, June 
14th at Sutter Health Field, home of the Rivercast minor 
league baseball team in West Sacramento.  Each graduate 
will receive three tickets to the ceremony.

Johnson had been 
able to provide opportunities for sprinters and distance 
runners, long and high jumpers, shot put and discus 
throwers, but did not have the equipment to pole vault.  As 
track and field competes, gaining points in the pole vault 
competition will allow the Warriors to score through pole 
vault.
